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Purpose

· This Creative Commons Public Licence is designed to allow the Creator or Rightsholder of a work to let another person (called the User)  do things with the Work without infringing any copyright the Owner [[WHY ARE WE USING "OWNER" HERE? · This Licence is designed to allow the User to use the Work as the Owner wishes – but no further. [[THIS NEEDS TO BE REFINED TO INCLUDE FAIR DEALING -- THIS IS DESIGNED TO ALLOW THE USER TO MAKE ALL THE USES PERMITTED UNDER FAIR DEALING, **AND** THE ADDITIONAL USES THE RIGHTS-HOLDER WISHES TO PERMIT]]
· The Licence is drafted with the intention that Owners and Users can readily understand its terms.  It is nonetheless a legal document.  The User must strictly observe its “dos” and “don’ts”.  Otherwise the User may infringe the Owner’s copyright.  If that happens, the Owner may sue the User for copyright infringement and, if successful, can immediately stop the User from using the Work and can get damages.

· If the User does observe all the “dos” and “don’ts,” then the User may raise this Licence as a defence to a claim of copyright infringement by the Owner (but only the Owner) 
· By doing the things with the work that this License allows, the User agrees and accepts to be bound by the terms of this License. The Owner grants the User the rights contained in this document in consideration of her/his acceptance of the “dos” and “don’ts” of this license. 
1. Definitions

a. A “Larger Piece of work” includes the Work in its entire and unmodified form as one of a number of separate and independent contributions. c. “Owner” The term “Owner” includes the Author(s) or creator(s) and any one entitled to license the rights mentioned in this document
d. “Author” means the legally recognised person who created the Work

e. "Work" means the materials protected by copyright, the use of which by the User is only permitted under the terms of this Licence. 
f. “User” means a legally recognised person allowed to do things with the Work provided she/he observes the “dos” and the “don’ts” of the License. 
g. “License” means this Attribution, Non Commercial, Share Alike Creative Commons United Kingdom Public License Agreement.

h. “License Elements” means the following high-level license attributes as selected by the Owner and indicated in the title of this License: Attribution, Non Commercial, Share Alike.

i. The “dos” and the “don’ts” of the License mean the terms of the license.

2. User rights that are not affected by this License


This Licence does not affect any rights to use the Work that the User may have under any applicable law, including fair use, fair dealing or any limitarion or exception [[LIMITATIONS AND EXCEPTIONS ARE TERMS OF ART]] to copyright. 
3. The “dos” and the “don’ts” of this License

I.  This Licence is non-exclusive; the Owner can let others use the Work anywhere in the world on these terms or any other terms the Owner wishes. The Owner will not, however, limit the User’s rights under this Licence in any agreement with others. 

II. This is a royalty-free Licence that lasts for as long as the Work is still protected by copyright.

III. What the User May Do

So long as the User strictly observes the terms set out in Items 4 and 5 below, the User may do the following things under this Licence:

a. Copy the Work; distribute and make available copies of it to the public; display, perform, show or play it to the public; broadcast, cablecast or otherwise communicate it to the public.
b. Make a new version of the Work [by transforming, recasting or adapting it. The User may, for example, sound-record, translate, dramatize, abridge, condense, or fictionalize the Work, make a motion picture version of it or make an art reproduction of it.]  

c. Include the Work in its entire and unmodified form as one of a number of separate and independent contributions to a larger piece.

Additional Legal Note: The entire larger piece does not come under this Licence: only the original Work (or any version of it made under paragraph B) that is contained in that larger piece does

d. Do the things specified in paragraph A in relation to the Work included under paragraph C and in relation to versions produced under paragraph B.
e. Keep intact any existing copyright notices on the Work or the new version of the Work, including any notice indicating that the Author has asserted his moral right to be identified as the Work’s author and the notices referring to the disclaimer of warranties. 
IV. What the User Must do

The User Must:

a. Properly attribute the Author, using the Author’s name or pseudonym and any title of the Work. 

· Additional Legal Note: The attribution must be reasonable to the medium so it must appear in a form that the public would reasonably expect for the medium in which the Work or new version of the Work is presented.  

b. In the case of exercising any of the rights under section 3III indicate clearly that the Work and/ or the new version of the Work are covered by a Creative Commons Public Licence and if a Uniform Resource Identifier is provided through the Creative Commons, then provide the Uniform Resource Identifier for the Licence.

c.  For any new version of the Work, indicate how the original Work was used in that version. Such an indication may be implemented in any reasonable manner.

f. Stop any use of the Work that the Author considers prejudicial to his/her honour or reputation as soon as possible after receiving notice of the Author’s objection.
g. The User may exercise the rights awarded in section 3III in relation to a new version of the Work only under the terms of this License, a later version of this License with the same License Elements as this License (e.g. Attribution, Non-Commercial ShareAlike 2.0 Japan).

· Legal Note: All the provisions referring to a new version of the Work are also applicable when it is incorporated in a larger piece of work. However, they do not require the larger piece of work apart from the new version of the Work itself to be made subject to the terms of this License

V. What the User Must NOT Do: 

The User must NOT:

a. Allow or impose any terms on the Work or any new version of it that alter or restrict the “dos” and “don’ts” included in this License or the exercise of the User’s rights under this License.

b. Sub-license the Work.

i. Any such election will not mean that this License is withdrawn.

iii. This License will continue in full force unless terminated as stated in section 6.

iv. Creative Commons Corporation does not supervise the administration, collection or enforcement of royalties on Works.  The Licence may not be changed to charge a royalty for the Work, but the Owner and User are free to make such agreements outside this Licence. 

4. Warranties and Disclaimer

a. This License and all the rights that have been granted as a result of it will terminate automatically upon material breach by the User of any of the terms of this License. 

b. However, any legally recognised person that has received the Work or a new version of it by the User will be not have her/his license terminated provided she/he strictly observes the “dos” and the “don’ts” of that license.

7. A Few Last Important Legal Things: 

A. Each time the User performs any of the acts described in section 3A or performs the same acts in relation to a larger piece of work that contains the original Work, the Owner offers to the recipient the same Creative Commons UK License to the original Work.

B. Each time the User performs any of the acts described in section 3A in relation to a New Version of the Work, the Owner offers the recipient the same Creative Commons UK License to the original Work.

The Owner may also seek to enforce this Licence or assert its copyright in the Work in any court that would have legal jurisdiction over the User or the User’s use of the Work. 
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
