
UNC Health Care Farmers Market Guidelines
VENDOR/PRODUCT RESTRICTIONS
1.) Each vendor must reside and produce their items to be sold within a 100 mile radius of the UNC Health Care facility in the state of North Carolina.

2.) Each vendor must be the original producer of the item sold or be employed by the producer, and we ask that the farmer attend at least two markets. 
Second-hand vendors are not allowed.
3.) Products, which can be sold, include:

- Any vegetable grown by the vendor from seeds, sets, or seedlings.

- Any fruits, nuts, or berries grown by the vendor from trees, bushes, or vines on the vendors’ farm.

- Honey produced by the vendor’s bees.

- Fresh cut or dried flowers grown by the vendor
- Jams, Jellies, and Pickles produce in a facility or kitchen permitted by the NC Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services and properly labeled in accordance with their laws and rules.
Products which cannot be sold include:
-Meats

-Cheeses

-Milk 
-Eggs
-Bulbs

-Live Plants

4.)  All produce must be of top quality and any problems will be reviewed and determined by UNC Health Care. The vendors’ farm or business may be visited by a representative of UNC Health Care before his/her product is approved for sale at the market. Samples may be requested.
5.)  All products sold must meet local and state health regulations. 

6.) All items sold as Certified Organic must meet the requirements of the National Organic Program. Vendors of Certified Organic items must have a copy of their certification on file with UNC Health Care as well as with

them when selling at market. Only certified organic growers may display signs using the word “Certified Organic.”
7.)  No live animals may be sold or given away at the market.
8.)  Items are to be sold by weight, measure, or count. If scales are used, they are subject to be checked by the State of North Carolina inspectors.
9.)  Guest spaces will be allotted to accommodate growers who sell unique and/or seasonal products. 
10.)  Vendors at the market must exhibit at 12 of the 17 sale days of the market. Current 2008 season requires attending/selling at 12 markets. This is to ensure consistency for our employee customers. Every farmer who signs these guidelines agrees to attend at least 12 markets.
11.) Vendors will be assigned booths for 2008. 

VENDOR RESPONSIBILITIES
1.)  Each vendor must submit a market membership application to be approved UNC Health Care

2.)  Vendors will arrive by 10:30AM to set-up their spaces and will park in prescribed parking spots (Kiss N Go Lane) or in overflow parking in the Dogwood Deck with a payment voucher. 
3.) The vendor will, at all times, keep their space, including the surrounding area, swept and free of debris. Before the vendor leaves, he/she will ensure their space is clean and free of personal effects, produce, and debris. All food products must be disposed of outside of the market. Trashcans will be provided for paper products.

4.) Vendors will bring their own equipment including signage, scales, cash drawer/change, and bags. UNC HC will provide 2 tables per farm as well as 2 folding chairs per farm.  

5.) No pets are allowed in the market area around vendor stands, with the exception of guide dogs.
6.)  Each vendor must have a clearly visible sign identifying his/her farm or business and location as well as signs that list the prices and names of products.
7.)  All vendors must conduct themselves in a professional manner.
8.)  Vendors must contact the market manager (Betsy Thomas: 966-4750) directly at least 48 hours in advance if they are not going to attend the market. Should a vendor make a last minute decision based on an emergency situation please contact the Market Manager as soon as possible. 
9.) All vegetables must be free of pest and vermin. 
10.) Vegetables and fruit must be sold intact. Not cut or portioned fruit or vegetables are to be sold.

LOGISITICS
1.)  For the 2008 growing season, the market will operate from 11:00am to 2:00pm on Wednesdays. One or more of the markets may be held from 3-5PM to give all our employees a chance to attend the market. 
2.)  Vendors must have their displays set up by 10:45am, and cannot begin to break down until 1:00pm.
REVIEW OF REGULATIONS BY UNC HEALTH CARE
These regulations are to be reviewed as needed by UNC Health Care and are subject to change to ensure the growth, quality and success of the market.
Each vendor, by signing below, acknowledges they have read and agree to follow the above guidelines for the 2008 UNC Health Care Farmer’s Market. Farmers who do not comply with our market rules will be asked not to return to the market.
