	     The Chapel Hill Public Arts Commission, established by the Town Council on February 10th, 1992, is charged with enhancing and enlivening the Town’s public spaces through the display of art which provides a venue especially for local artists; of promoting public appreciation of the arts; and advising the Town Council on art-related matters, including conservation of Town collections. 

     The Commission develops an Annual Art Plan, issues calls for proposals for temporary exhibitions and Percent for Public Art projects, and organizes the selection process. Members meet regularly as a group at 5:30 pm on the third Wednesday of each month, and also serve on sub-committees and task forces related to specific projects. 
     The Commission is comprised of 18 individuals with special knowledge, interest or expertise in the arts who collectively represent the diversity of our community. Members are appointed by the Town Council for 3-year terms, which can be renewed once.
