Action items for full commission to consider: 

1. Reserve the Tennis / Basketball Court Resurfacing Funds ($3000) for a future project

2. Combine the Streetscape Funds ($3220) with Projected Post Office Renovation Funds ($15,000) to increase the PO budget. This means the Post Office Artwork must be outside. Committee recommends enhancing Plaza.
