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Last meeting date: no meeting, email discussion

Attendees: n/a

Summary of discussion(s): 

The sculpturevisions 2004 Call to Artists was printed and mailed, and submissions should be in to CHPAC by this time (due on 10 April, allowing a few days for postmarks).  Through email, the committee is considering folks who might like to serve on the Artist Selection Committee, as well as discussing last year’s successful sites, last year’s unsuccessful sites, and potential new sites for this year’s show.

Additionally, we are discussing the possibility to have sculptures within the program sited in community locations that are not town-owned – specifically, whether we would like to expand the program to include residential communities.  This matter was introduced by Terry Barnett of the Coker Woods community, who expressed interest in having a piece from sculpturevisions 2004 displayed in a public/open space in that community.  Currently, this discussion is considering how best to manage this program and what we might ask from the community (payment towards the artist stipend, insurance, ASC participation, etc.)  These matters are not fully resolved, and may not be for this year’s show, but there is the possibility of testing this concept this year and refining it in the future.  Additionally, this possible expansion of the sculpturevisions program should probably be a decision of the full commission.

Action items for full commission to consider: 

Should the sculpturevisions program include display of works on non-Town-owned land?  Currently, the consideration would be for open space uses within residential communities that have a home-owners association and adequate insurance to cover the artwork.  Additionally, these communities would be asked to provide a contribution to the artist’s stipend for the work sited there.  How much should we ask the community to contribute: 100%?, 75%?, 50%?  Other questions regarding the format of this sub-program still need to be discussed by the sculpturevisions committee and then brought to the full Commission as a recommendation.

Future action items: 

Create an Artist Selection Committee and set a date for that committee to review submissions for this year’s show.  This committee would make final selections for the show as well as choose as best it can appropriate sites for the works.

Next meeting scheduled: A meeting of the Artist Selection Committee needs to be scheduled, and this will be followed by a sculpturevisions committee meeting to go over logistics of putting up and promoting the show.
