Summary of discussion(s):   As the person who for the last several years has recruited artists for Black History Month at Town Hall has informed us that she no longer can continue with this project, the committee discussed various other ideas for this annual show.   A decision was made to contact a number of people in the community who have specific items and or photographs that we might be able to use; approach Lincoln Center and the Chapel Hill Museum to see if they have something in their archive that they would let us show; find music representing the black community and also to approach Hollie Taylor to see if she thinks that it would be possible to involve the public school art classes in participating in the February show.  Time is obviously of essence and the plans for this exhibit will have to be finalized very soon.

Summary of discussion(s): 
On 29 November 2004, we discussed the role of the chair of Artist Selection Committees (aSc), and how to implement the projects we propose to the Town Council once an artist is selected.  Jen and Jimmie concurred that projects may need a project manager, and that after artist selection, the role of the Percent for Art Committee would be to engage in the development of the project insofar as there are "significant" contractual and/or design changes, or when the resources of the Committee would benefit the final project; both are less interested in "group decision making" unless absolutely necessary.  
On 8 December 2004, we discussed specific approaches to the planning for the Community Center and the Library.  Jen agreed to lead the aSc for the Community Center, which will most likely begin either at the end of January or at the beginning of February.  Janet will lead the aSc for the Library, which will commence at the end of January with a large meeting of several Town appointed and Library committees.  We agreed that for the Library project, we would develop a presentation that summarized current public art projects in municipal libraries across America, in an effort to offer a broad range of ideas to these committees as well as future participants. 

Janet has been in touch with The Townscape Institute, and is in the process of organizing an informal meeting in Chapel Hill during which members of the Council Committee on Parking Lots 2/5, interested members of the CHPAC, and appropriate Town staff could discuss how to make this downtown public art project a positive and complementary aspect of the development.  

We agreed to temporarily consider the Public Art Fund (derived from approved CIP projects each year) to cover any extraordinary maintenance costs for existing works.  The Town covers the costs for all normal maintenance activities, which are typically performed on an annual basis; insurance covers any damage incurred by the works of art.  The Fund currently has approximately $12,000.  

Finally, we addressed the overall presentation of information about the Percent for Art program as it appears in the CHPAC website.  Using guidelines that met with everyone's approval, Janet will draft written text that could be used for both past and current percent for art commissions.
Action items for full commission to consider: 

Future action items: 

Southern Community Park: Laura Haddad and Tom Drugan, the selected artist consultants to the design team for Southern Community Park, will be in Chapel Hill from 12-15 December 2004 to begin the first phase of their work.  They will meet with OBS Landscape Designers and representatives of the Parks and Recreation Department; "camp-out" on the site; and, research the history and use of the Park land.

Homestead Park Aquatic Center: The work of Ray King, the selected artist for this project, is on hold because the Town Council has requested that the proposed design of the new building meet higher standards for energy conservation and environmental impact.  Once GGA architect Josh Gurlitz has completed his work and it is approved, King will be able to begin final design of the entry floor.
