Summary of discussion(s): 
The Committee reviewed the current status of each Percent for Art project, reviewed draft text for the new Percent for Art web pages, and discussed a proposed FY 2005-06 administrative budget for current and future Percent for Art projects.

Sally Erickson held a work session at the IFC on Saturday 29 January 2005 with several residents.  The Daily Tar Heel ran a photo and story about the project.  Erickson is scheduled to complete the mosaics in early March 2005.  It would be appropriate for the CHPAC to host a dedication reception.

Larry Kirkland is hoping to present final designs for the artworks at the TOC sites to the Town Council in late February or early March 2005. 

Laura Haddad and Tom Drugan are in Chapel Hill through 11 February 2005 to present their initial concept ideas for the Southern Community Park and to continue their research and visit additional area sites.

The Aquatic Center is currently being redesigned; the project should hopefully commence later this year.
The Community Center project is currently on hold because it will need a Special Use Permit (SUP) that Parks and Recreation will submit to the Town Council within the next six to nine months.  The permitting process is expected to take approximately six months.   It is possible that percent for art funds ($14,000) can be increased with construction credits to design the retaining wall by the play area, which was suggested by the project committee when it met on 13 January 2005.  

Parking Lots 2 and 5 have generated considerable interest throughout the Town and have a budget of $820,000 for public art.  The CHPAC in collaboration with the Chapel Hill-Carrboro Chamber of Commerce and their Foundation for a Sustainable Community will sponsor a Public Education Forum on Thursday 10 February from 1:3o-3:oopm at Town Hall with invited guest Ronald Lee Fleming of The Townscape Institute to initiate a community dialogue about public art and urban design.  The title of his talk is "The Art of Place Making: Strategies for Thinking about Urban Design and Public Art."

Sometime within the next month, the Library Building Committee is expected to meet to discuss how to plan for its expansion.  At that time, the CHPAC will present a brief overview of public art installations at recently designed public libraries across America.

Tuesday 8 February 2005 from 5:3o-6:3opm there will be a preliminary meeting with representatives of Town Boards and Commissions, the Town Council, and Town Planning Department staff to consider how this Plan can complement existing master plans and action plans.

(Excerpt from meeting announcement)… Public art can create community on a variety of levels and from multiple perspectives: neighborhoods, corridors, gateways, infrastructure, natural and landscape elements, roadways, public centers, ideas or themes that respond to our history and cultures.  We would like to create a contextually sensitive document that is informed by previous master plans and action plans, which have been incorporated into the Comprehensive Plan for the Town of Chapel Hill.  

 

To this end, there are two objectives we hope to accomplish during this meeting.  The first is to establish a framework for this new Master Plan that can complement and build upon the work of existing Town master plans and action plans, which you have developed.  Specifically, where might there be areas of overlap (whether or not in the CIP) between your work and public art, or a priority that has yet to be funded, or is there an element that we should be certain to address in the Plan?  The second objective is to hear how you would recommend we approach this process to be as inclusive as possible, including the identification of constituencies we should contact for comments and ideas.  Through this meeting and during subsequent community forums we hope to elevate the discussion of how public art can become part of our expectations for living in Chapel Hill.
