I.
Call to Order

Cohen called the meeting to order at 5:00 pm and introduced visitor Nick Vora, a UNC journalism student.
II.
Announcements

Flory announced that a meeting to discuss the Public Art Strategic Master Plan took place with representatives from various Boards and Commissions on February 8, 2005.  
Kagan announced that a Public Education Forum featuring guest speaker Ron Fleming from the Townscape Institute would take place on Thursday, February 11 at 1:30 p.m. and encouraged everybody to attend.  
Flory announced that the CHPAC should actively think about filling upcoming Board vacancies, which will open up at the end of the fiscal year.

Flory announced that the Manager’s Office is working with the Chapel Hill Public Library to come up with the funds to purchase the sculpture Once Upon A Time by Betty Branch from the CHPAC’s SculptureVisions 2003 exhibition.  Flory explained that Lee Pavao, a board member of the Friends of the Chapel Hill Public Library, has raised approximately half of the money that is needed to purchase the piece and that the Manager’s Office has agreed to help find an additional $4000, however, they are hoping that the CHPAC can fund the balance, which is estimated at approximately $2000.  After great discussion, Cohen made a motion to contribute $2000 toward the purchase of Once Upon A Time.  Latane seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

Approval of Minutes

The minutes from January 2005 were approved with one change.
V. 
CHPAC Program Discussion
Following the CHPAC retreat on January 8, 2005, Commission members agreed to spend time during each monthly Commission meeting focusing on a different program area.  The program that was selected for this week’s discussion was the Permanent Collection Committee.

Cohen began the discussion with a list of several recurring permanent collection questions including: restoration, storage, and documentation.  Commission members discussed the poor storage conditions at the Library.  The possibility of looking into rented storage space was raised, however, Commission members agreed that the best scenario is to de-accession those pieces that are not worth maintaining in the Town’s collection and to restore pieces that simply need to be repaired or cleaned so that they can be put out on display.  This would lessen the need for storage space.  A suggestion was made to devise a program for placing the pieces once they are hang-worthy.

Exhibitions 
Wolfenden encouraged all Commission members to attend the opening of the Black History Month exhibition at Town Hall on Friday, February 11 from 5:30 – 8:00 p.m.  

Community Art Project
Rothman asked if any members of the Commission would be willing to help out with the Community Art Project artwork collection on March 18 and 19 from 10 a.m. to 4 p.m. at the Chapel Hill Museum.  Hepp, Leeb, Kagan, and Black-Semelka offered to help. 

VII. Presentation
Brian Starkey from OBS Landscape Architects, the landscape architecture firm working on the new Southern Community Park, distributed the latest plan for the Park, explained various aspects of the park, and fielded questions from Commission members
Laura Haddad and Tom Drugan the artists selected to join the Southern Community Park design team explained the research they have done on the Park and presented preliminary concepts to the Commission.  They explained that many of their ideas grew from the goal of using on-site materials and connecting to natural and cultural phenomena of the site and region.  They explained each element of their preliminary “menu” of concepts and explained that most likely not all of the elements would be built.
