The Committee reviewed last year's Annual Public Art Plan and three proposed 

FY 2005-06 Capital Improvement Programs (CIP.)  We agreed to submit a memo to the Town Council that would: 1) identify previously approved Percent for Art projects that did not commence during FY 2004-05 ie: the Community Center and the Library; 2) recommend specific opportunities for percent for art commissions using bond funds from Sidewalk Improvements, Small Park Improvements, and Greenways construction; and, 3) emphasize our interest in public art projects at Pritchard Park and Parking Lot 5/Wallace Deck.

To develop specific approaches to public artworks using bond funds, sometime this month we will meet with staff of the Parks and Recreation Department, members of the Parks and Recreation Commission, and staff of Public Works to understand their priorities for these funds and determine where we might be able to find areas of overlap and synergy.

The Town Manager will make his CIP recommendations on 9 May; there is a public hearing on the proposed FY 2005-06 budget on 18 May; and we are hoping to make our presentation of the proposed Annual Public Art Plan on 23 May.
