I.
Call to Order

Cohen called the meeting to order at 5:00 pm.
II.
Announcements

Cohen announced that Steven Wright had been offered the position of CHPAC part-time Public Art Coordinator and will start in early April.
Cohen announced that the Executive Committee had been working on the CHPAC’s 2005-2006 budget request and explained that informal meetings with Council members were being arranged.  Cohen announced that the CHPAC will make its annual budget presentation to the Town Council on March 23, 2005.  He urged members of the Commission to attend the presentation.

A suggestion was made for CHPAC members to write letters of support to the Mayor and Town Council.  It was decided that Community Art Project participants would be invited to sign a petition during the artwork drop-off days to show their support for the CHPAC and the Community Art Project.  
Flory reminded the CHPAC that recommendations to Council for the CHPAC upcoming Board vacancies are due to the Clerk’s Office May 16, 2005.

Flory announced that “On the Road Again,” an exhibition organized by the North Carolina Arts Council and the Center for Craft Creativity and Design, would be installed at the YMCA on March 10, 2005.

Hepp presented the Treasurer’s report that was included in the meeting materials.

Approval of Minutes

The minutes from February 2005 were approved with one change.
V. 
CHPAC Program Discussion
The program that was selected for this week’s discussion was the Artist in Residence program.

Cohen explained that the Artist in Residence/Arts in Education program was cut last year due to an incredibly busy schedule.  He went on to explain that it was good timing to discuss our plans for this program, as the CHPAC budget request is being finalized.  
Kagan gave a brief description of the bus card program.  

Pease explained an Artist in Residence program in the California community where she used to live.  She explained that artists submitted ideas for art projects that could be adapted to grades K-5.  After an artist was selected, they taught a group of parent docents the project.  The parents, in turn, went to the schools and taught the art project to approximately 5000 students in the school system.  

CHPAC members decided that the bus card program should be revived and that Pease’s Artist in Residence idea should be looked into further.

Committee Action Items:

Community Art Project
Rothman announced that the Community Art Project artwork collection was taking place on March 18 and 19 from 10 a.m. to 4 p.m. at the Chapel Hill Museum.  

Collections 
Wolfenden explained that the Collection Committee continues to review the artwork stored in the Town closets and continues to select works to be cleaned up, reframed, etc.  Black-Semelka has been researching some of the artists in the Town’s collection.  Wolfenden announced that the Collection Committee would be meeting with Kathy Thompson, director of the Chapel Hill Public Library in the near future to review the artworks.
Contextual Plan

Kagan told the group that a grant request has been submitted to the North Carolina Arts Council for help funding the CHPAC’s Contextual Plan and discussed various approaches to ask for support from the Town.
Communications

Hepp showed the new CHPAC logo and showed sample pages of the newly redesigned website.  She explained that the website would be launched by AppleChill, April 17, 2005.
