Meeting Summary

October 19, 2005

I. Call to Order
Robinson called the meeting to order at 5:10pm
II. Announcements

Lowell Roberts was introduced and welcomed.
Cupcakes and gifts (book, electric swing) given to the Wright baby.  Thanks to all!

Flory reported on Festifall, held on Sunday October 2nd.  Stone suggested for next year hiring a paid performer/artist for the CHPAC table.
III. Approval of Minutes from August 2005
The minutes from the September 2005 CHPAC meeting were approved.

IV.   Treasurer’s Report
Hepp presented the current CHPAC budget and announced that reports will be submitted to committee heads every quarter.  Flory announced that a grant from the Strowd Foundation in the amount of $7,500 for general operating expenses was recently awarded to CHPAC.  Roberts suggested separating Town contribution to CHPAC budget into its own line item. 
V. New CHPAC Member Nominations
Two new members were nominated and unanimously approved:  Haig Khachatoorian and Juan Logan.  Their names will go on the November 9th Town Council agenda for approval.
VI. Contextual Plan
Kagan reported that seven firms were invited to submit proposals for consulting services for the Public Art Contextual Plan.  Two firms submitted applications and have been interviewed via telephone by the Selection Committee.  Scope and costs are being negotiated with each firm in this initial phase.  A potential $10,000 NEA award to CHPAC in January of 2006 may augment money available for consulting. 
VII. Committee Action Items
Ordinance revisions were adopted for Percent for Art.  The new Percent for Art Ordinance will be presented to Town Council in November (date TBA).  CHPAC members and community arts supporters are encouraged to attend this meeting.
In the Communications Review an overall timeline of all committee events was presented and other methods of integrating the communications of various committees were discussed.  The Communications Committee recommends distributing the CHPAC Newsletter twice a year.

Robinson announced that applications to the 2006 Exhibition Series had doubled this year.

VIII. New Business
Kagan reported on CHPAC collaboration with OWASA and that group’s formation of an art committee.  The hope is that OWASA will consider working with CHPAC on new projects, such as the new easement that is required near the Chapel Hill Public Library. 
CHPAC’s role in replacing four benches on Franklin Street at the possible request of the Police Department and/or the Town was discussed.  CHPAC will recommend parties consult with the Streetscapes Committee before further action is taken.

The capital campaign fundraiser for the Chapel Hill Public Library has asked CHPAC about a collaboration (the theme is based on the book Ghostship).  Flory will get more information from the Library and suggest a connection with the 2006 Community Art Project “Lost & Found” theme.
CHPAC positions were discussed in relation to the possible destruction of a Michael Brown mural on the Bank of America building by Parking Lot #2.  Flory will meet with interested parties tomorrow and bring up issues.
IX. Public Art Flash
The Public Art Flash was rescheduled for next meeting.
X. Adjournment
Robinson adjourned the meeting at 7 pm.
