Meeting Summary

December 14, 2005

I. Call to Order
Cohen called the meeting to order at 5:05 pm after new members were sworn in.
II. Announcements

Cohen welcomed new CHPAC member Andi Sobbe and guests Lynn Cane, Dan Riegler, Molly Stapleton, and Szabi Gyongyosi.

The updated CHPAC commission member roster and 2006 Exhibition Schedule were distributed.
Flory announced that Bibb Latane resigned from the commission.  She will ask if Latane is still interested in serving on the ScupltureVisions committee.

III. Approval of Minutes from November 2005
The minutes from the November 2005 CHPAC meeting were approved.

IV. Treasurer’s Report

Hepp presented the current CHPAC budget and announced that committee chairs will be given updated budgets in January 2006.  
V. UNC Downtown Arts Project
UNC students Dan Riegler (Town Relations Chair) and Molly Stapleton (Arts Advocacy Chair) of Arts Downtown proposed a project to temporarily exhibit local art in empty storefronts on downtown Franklin Street.  CHPAC supports the idea and would like to see more details
VI. Contextual Plan
Gail Goldman has been selected as the Contextual Plan Consultant.  Goals are for Goldman to visit Chapel Hill in mid-January and to have most of the work done before Town Council summer recess in June.
VII. Downtown Initiative Lead Artist Selected
Mikyoung Kim has been selected as lead artist for the Downtown Initiative.  Flory and Kagan described the final selection process.  Kim is visiting Chapel Hill for meetings and a press conference tomorrow at 12:45pm in Council Chambers.
VIII. Committee Action Items

Rothman gave a Community Art Project update and distributed CAP teaser cards (for immediate release) and brochures (to be distributed January 2006).
Flory gave updates on the Black History Month exhibition (February & March 2006) and the Library’s Ghost Ship exhibition (February 2006).
IX. Outside Requests
The need for a procedure to handle outside requests was discussed in relation to CHPAC’s charge.  Ideas included holding a periodic review of outside requests, forming an outside requests committee, and addressing these requests in the upcoming Percent for Art ordinance revisions (as it relates to public art in private development).  It was decided that outside requests would be the topic for the 2006 CHPAC retreat and that relevant policy generated from the retreat may be included in the February ordinance revisions.  Flory will gather potential retreat dates from commission members and various consulting groups will be contacted to find a facilitator.  
X. New Business
Kagan said UNC’s Institute of Government (IOG) building would like to serve as a venue for the CHPAC Exhibition Series in the future.  The Exhibitions Committee will look into this.
Flory proposed nominating Haig Khachatoorian to CHPAC membership in light of the recent vacancy.  The commission agreed.

Pease presented a video about Peg Gignoux, the artist selected for this spring’s Artist in Residency pilot program “Artists @ Work.”
