Flory announced that the Pritchard Park Art Garden Committee has made recommendations to CHPAC to relocate the planned art garden in the context of the library expansion, OWASA easement, and the Sienna Hotel’s redesign of their expansion. All commission members voted to approve the recommendations of the Art Garden Committee. 
Kagen moved that CHPAC encourage Town Council to explore Public Art Opportunities with OWASA in Pritchard Park. This motion passed unanimously.
Flory reported that the Downtown Partnership has now increased their budget to $18,000 per giving kiosk. The Downtown Partnership has issued an RFQ for artists for these kiosks.
Flory reported that a meeting has been scheduled between the Downtown Partnership and the muralist Michael Brown re: maintenance of the murals in town.

Cohen reported that Flory’s maternity leave will be for approximately 12 weeks. Cohen requests that committee chairs copy emails to Steve Wright and Cohen, and that they file committee reports two times per month when necessary.

Hepp reported that the Streetscapes Committee has evaluated the master plan and recommended an urban planning expert be engaged. There is $500,000 in bond money that is currently available for projects to begin in Summer 2006.
Flory reported that CHPAC members Sobbe, Goyer and former member Haynes will serve as jurors for Apple Chill.
