Approval of Minutes

This group will be headed by the Communications Chair and it will also consider how funds for communications and outreach are to be used across CHPAC programs.

Hepp presented the Treasurer’s Report in Taylor’s absence.  Hepp reported that the FY06-07 budget is $176,186.40 due to a carryover of $15,919.88 from FY05-06.  As a result further cuts in program funding are not required.

A November public hearing for private developers and a January public hearing for the general public are expected.  Commissioners are welcome to attend these presentations.

CHPAC positions on the Giving Kiosk were requested so that Taylor could represent these to the Kiosk committee.  Recommendations were to involve Human Services in the project and to determine if the new project constituted public art.

New Business

Flory reported that Town Council formed a Naming Committee for the Peace and Justice Plaza, to be comprised of two Historic District representatives and two CHPAC representatives.  Sobbe and Khachatoorian will represent CHPAC on this committee.
Flory reported that she met with Josh Gurlitz concerning a possible public art project in conjunction with the proposed Woodmont development.

CHPAC projects envisioned for the future included: 

· the creation of artist studio space and housing in Chapel Hill

· the creation or acquisition of a CHPAC art space downtown

· organization of a weekend symposium or artist speaking engagement
· the elimination of artifice while enabling the integration of art into the fabric of the community

· defining Chapel Hill through art

· the use of grass medians throughout town to display art

· the pooling of funds for larger-scale art projects

· the creation of a long-term art piece made by community members

· inviting public art figures to CHPAC potluck dinners

Visions will be refined and/or researched for September.
