Announcements

Robinson announced that Webb will now chair the SculptureVisions committee after Roberts asked to be relieved of the position.
Flory announced that the CHPAC has submitted a letter to support Meredith Mayer’s search for grant funding to build a wood burning kiln for community use in honor of her late son.

Hepp said staff hours are now represented in individual program lines.  She has consulted with program chairs regarding their budgets.

Committee Action Items
Pease presented the Fall 2006 Artists@Work program.  The artwork will be temporarily exhibited at the Kidzu Museum starting the end of January 2007 and then permanently installed at Seawell Elementary School.
Kendall announced that the jurying of 117 submissions to the 2007 Exhibitions Series was finished.

Rothman presented the 2007 Community Art Project brochure design.

Old Business

Robinson reported that he, Roberts, and Flory met with developer Harry Bowles regarding the Contextual Plan, and that the group also plans to meet with Aaron Nelson of the Chamber of Commerce, Town Council members, and other developers.
Flory, Kagan, and Robinson will prepare a Contextual Plan Draft Commentary for review by the CHPAC and then to be submitted to Town Council in January or February of 2007.
Roberts reported on Major Initiative developments:  that meetings have been held with Mayor Foy, Council Member Greene, Council Member Kleinschmidt, and Larry Wheeler, Director of The North Carolina Museum of Art, and that responses to the idea have been enthusiastic.  Next steps include submitting the Loeb Fellowship application, beginning Fundraising Committee work, and further meetings with Wheeler and Town Council.

New Business

Statements from CHPAC membership applications were distributed, and PDFs of original application forms will be sent out shortly.  Recommendations of other candidates were requested.  Flory will speak with short-listed candidates and report back to the CHPAC.
Robinson announced that due to time restraints, Taylor cannot continue as Secretary.  Rothman volunteered to serve as Secretary for 6 months, and a motion in support of this was made and approved.

Flory reported that a new Council Streetscapes Committee asked CHPAC to review a draft RFQ for an urban planner and lighting specialist.  Flory and Khachatoorian provided feedback on this draft to the committee.

IX.
Communications Committee Update
Hepp presented the Archives and Chapel Hill Public Art sections of the CHPAC website and said that pages will be developed for the Library Expansion, the Contextual Plan, and the Downtown Initiative.  Reducing the number of printed calls to artists by addressing them all in a single marketing calendar was discussed.  Khachatoorian will gather input from NC State students for a corporate identity for the CHPAC.
