Highlights for the upcoming month: Call to artists

Summary of discussion:
· Timeline: Recommended a new timeline for 2008-2009 bringing actions forward one month to enable installation in May, in time for the summer visitors. For the current year, installation will be from July 2007 to April 2008 to accommodate the transition. 
· Call to artists: Recommended a one-page text for email distribution to the established email list plus listservs covering the whole U.S. The text includes a deadline of April 2 and other essential information with a link to the CHPAC Web site for additional information. The $10 submission fee will be eliminated.

· Review of applications: The review committee will comprise the current Sculpture Visions Committee plus some local artists, host site representatives and possibly new people such as representatives of the Housing Board. Criteria (aesthetics; variety of media; practicality; etc) were discussed. 

· Honorarium: Recommended an increase to $1,000 and recommended an increase in the maximum number of sculptures to 15.

· Communications: The promotional postcard should remain large format, pre-creased to enable folding to pocket size. A CD was recommended including photographs and other information about the artists and their work and CHPAC, for distribution through realtors associations. A montage of photographs of the sculptures could be proposed for the cover of local telephone directories.

· Budget: The proposed budget will reflect the items mentioned above. The greatest change is the increase in honorarium and number of sculptures. 
Action items for full commission to consider: 

· Increase in budget
Future action items: 

· Corporate sponsors: It may be worthwhile exploring with selected companies with prominent sites whether they would sponsor the placement of public sculpture on their property.
