I.
Call to Order

Robinson called the meeting to order at 5:00 pm.  
II.
Americans for the Arts Public Art Network Conference Report
Flory, Kagan, and Wright reported on the events and sessions of the conference.  Kagan announced that next year’s conference will be held in Philadelphia, with a focus on master planning, and that she would accept any ideas for conference sessions or questions for the upcoming Public Art Network national survey.

Approval of Minutes
The May 2007 minutes were approved with one amendment.

Announcements

V.
Council Committee on Public Art Updates
Robinson announced that at the May 23rd Town Council Business Meeting a subcommittee consisting of Mayor Foy and Council Members Kleinschmidt, Thorpe, and Ward was formed to consider alternate organizational models for the CHPAC.  The CHPAC Executive Director, commissioners, and Town Staff will be solicited for input so that the subcommittee may make a recommendation by the end of the first quarter.  During this period the CHPAC is directed to suspend the Executive Director search, defer action on the Contextual Plan, and continue current programming with a budget of $40,000 while the balance of the $150,000 budget for FY 07-08 is held in reserve.  Proposed organizational options will be shared with the CHPAC.

Committee Chairs were asked to report back at a July meeting of the CHPAC (TBA) with proposals for cutting costs and saving staff time in light of the upcoming budget and staffing situation.  
Robinson reported that Town Council reappointed three of four commissioners to second terms, but Hepp was not reappointed; Council appointed Michael Cucchiara to this fourth seat.  The CHPAC unanimously elected to expand the commission to 16 members and recommend Hepp should Cucchiara accept Council appointment.

Treasurer’s Report
Hepp reported a third payment of $35,000 from the Town for this fiscal year was recently deposited.  The commission thanked Hepp for her outstanding work as Treasurer.
VII.
FY07-08 Slate of Officers
The Nominating Committee for FY07-08 Officers presented the following slate:  Robinson, Chair; Webb, Vice Chair; Hepp, Treasurer; Rothman, Secretary.  The CHPAC unanimously endorsed this slate.
VIII.
Committee Highlights
Pease said the Artists in Residence committee would meet soon with artist David Gould to finalize plans for the fall 2007 Artists@Work program to be held at McDougle Elementary School.
Wright reported that de-installation of the 2006-2007 Sculpture Visions exhibition is proceeding as scheduled and the 2007-2008 exhibition will be installed during the end of June and early July.

Flory presented the Annual Public Art Plan and the CHPAC unanimously approved the document.

Old Business
Work on the Contextual Plan and Major Initiative has been deferred to the fall.
Staff was excused for a commission discussion of wages and bonuses.

New Business
Murals discussion was tabled.

Stone discussed possibilities for the 2008 Black History Month exhibit and presented two books published by the University of Delaware as examples.
