I.
Call to Order

Robinson called the meeting to order at 5:07 pm.  
II.
Approval of Minutes
The August 2007 minutes were approved.
III.
Announcements
Wright reported on the Town Naming Committee’s resolution calling for an engraved granite paver to memorialize Peace and Justice Plaza.  CHPAC staff is charged with realizing this project.
Wright asked for volunteers to sit at the CHPAC Festifall booth, Sunday October 7 from noon  - 6:30 pm.

Robinson reported that Rothman will chair the October CHPAC meeting in absence of Webb and Robinson.

Treasurer’s Report
Hepp went over the report in detail and said the budget would be revised for the next Executive Committee meeting.  Committee Chairs requested monthly updates on their particular program’s current operating expenses.
V.
Committees
The 2007-2008 Committee memberships were presented: Executive Committee, Communications Committee, Fundraising / Major Art Initiative Committee, Artists in Residence Committee, Community Art Project Committee, Exhibitions Committee (which now includes Sculpture Visions), and the combined Percent For Art and Permanent Collection Committee.  Committee memberships were adjusted, and each committee was asked to determine a monthly meeting time to ease coordination.
Ways to make committee reports more meaningful were discussed, and it was agreed that in addition to the usual submission of written reports, one or more committee chairs would present an issue for the entire CHPAC to consider at its October meeting, and that this may become a regular meeting exercise if it is useful.

Committee Highlights
· Communications – Hepp reported on a preliminary presentation to a class of NC State design students.  The students will provide a creative brief for the CHPAC on September 28.  The Communications Committee will review this brief and determine how to proceed with the partnership.
· Community Art Project – Sobbe announced the theme for 2008 is “The Elements”.  Possibilities for workshops and outreach events were discussed.
VII.
Old Business
Robinson reported on the Town’s consideration of the CHPAC organizational structure.  A meeting will be held with Town Manager Roger Stancil on September 20, with the goal of presenting a recommendation to Council at an October Town Business Meeting.  The possible establishment of a separate 501 (c) 3 organization will be further researched. 
VIII.
New Business
· Library 50th Anniversary Exhibit – The Chapel Hill Public Library celebrates its 50th anniversary in 2008 and the Library Director Kathy Thompson has requested CHPAC assistance in organizing an exhibit related to this event on site.  The CHPAC currently has exhibitions scheduled at the Library through May 2008.
· Parking Deck Mural Report – Chapel Hill Muralist Michael Brown submitted a report on the state of the “Primitive Cave Paintings” murals in the parking deck next to Henderson Street, between Rosemary and Franklin Streets.  The Assistant Town Manager directed the report to the CHPAC.  The only immediate conservation action requested deals with repainting one graffiti-damaged area.

Kirkland Artworks
Wright reported on the September 10 Dedication of the Town Operations Center and its two public artworks; commissioners then toured the pieces.
