Summary of discussion(s):  Loeb Fellowship Narrative and Scope.  Haig Khachatoorian volunteered to write the narrative for the request for the Loeb Fellowship based on the following key points – Public Process Experience (Town and non-profit foundation interaction and familiarity), Public Art Experience, Fund-raising experience, consulting experience in any of the above and Non-profit foundation experience.  Intent is to invite (2) Fellows for a 2-day workshop with the Chapel Hill Public Arts Commission.  Frank Webb to assist in crafting the scope of work.
Greenway RFQ – Janet Kagan presented an option based on a city of New York plan which “we could use a portion of the funds for an artist-in-residence at the Parks and Recreation Department whose charge would be to conceive artistic interventions throughout the Town's greenways.  This residency would also serve to educate Town staff about the role of an artist, help staff rethink how they make design decisions, and interject an  

Important creative dimension to Town planning and design. “

Below are the following steps for issuing the RFQ -

1. Draft RFQ – Steve Wright 
2. Review Draft with % for Art 
3. Meet with Parks and Rec, Greenways Commission, and other departments? to discuss Draft RFQ and Artist Concept 
4. Amend per Town Departments recommendations/concerns/comments 
5. Submit revised RFQ for review and approval to Parks & Rec, Greenways and other departments? 
6. Issue Final RFQ once all vested parties have approved document. 
Southern Community Park – Wright showed photos from Drugan’s October visit to site.  Rothman will put together images and text for a press release to public providing an update on SCP work.

Lot 5 – The Committee reviewed the revised Arts Master Plan, to be considered by the Public Art Review Committee (PARC) on December 11.  The Percent for Art Committee recommended Khachatoorian sit on the PARC and questioned the 85 / 15 % split of project funds between Artist I (Mikyoung Kim) and Artist II (a regional or North Carolina artist TBD).
Action items for full commission to consider:  Loeb Fellowship Narrative and Scope.  
Future action items:  Permanent Art Collection – Request for committee member to provide outline for the loaning of town art work.  Determine the status of the art work, i.e. on loan, storage?
