I.
Call to Order

Webb called the meeting to order at 5:00 pm.  
II.
Approval of Minutes
The amended March 2008 minutes were approved.
III.
Announcements
Carter Hubbard was introduced to the commission as an interested citizen.
IV.
Finances
Hepp presented the April 2008 Treasurer’s Report; the CHPAC has $40,000 in current accounts and another installment from the Town is soon due.  The commission questioned whether the $2,000 Artists@Work honorarium is sufficient.
V.
Regional and National Public Art Happenings
Kagan discussed registration for Public Art 360.  
VI.
Public Outreach and Education

Rothman described CHPAC public relations efforts for the Public Art 360 Symposium, including the tour schedule and releases prepared by Sandy Scherer, the tour of Town public art sites to be led by Stone and Rothman, the public art map produced by Pease, and the table display created by Hepp and Davis.  

VII.
The Chapel Hill Preservation Society
Executive Director of the Chapel Hill Preservation Society Ernest Dollar discussed Save The Mural efforts and the public presentation to be held on April 10.  Webb proposed that the CHPAC contribute up to $5,000 towards the restoration of two murals painted on Town property:  The Pencil and Primitive Cave Paintings, both by Michael Brown.  The CHPAC unanimously approved this proposal.
VIII.
Percent For Art and Permanent Collection
Davis requested review of a document outlining guidelines for Percent For Art project teams and provided updates on current and upcoming projects.  Webb discussed the upcoming meeting with Library Expansion / Pritchard Park artist Janet Echelman.
IX.
Reports from other programs
Kendall announced that approximately 220 artworks were submitted to this year’s Community Art Project, themed “Elements.”  The project’s opening reception will be held from 6 – 8 pm Thursday, April 17th at the Open Eye Café.

X.
Reappointments and Appointments to CHPAC 

Web announced that four or five commission seats will likely be vacant by June 30;  Cucciara’s seat remains unfilled, Kagan’s second term expires, Sobbe will resign, Taylor will not seek a second term, and it is unknown if Roberts will seek a second term.  The CHPAC will request that Town Council reappoint Webb and Stone to second terms and will ask that Council refrain from making any other appointments until the Public Art Administrator is hired and able to assess board membership.  
XI.
CHPAC Transition



Webb reported that the Town has decided on a candidate and that the offer is being negotiated this week.
XII.
Commission focal points for local boards, commissions and other relevant groups
Taylor distributed a list with contacts and asked commissioners to sign up for a group.
XIII.
Any Other Business
Webb suggested an event be held for the new Public Art Administrator and commissioners rotating off the CHPAC.  Wright suggested that interested Town staff be allowed to attend Public Art 360 with unclaimed CHPAC passes.
