I.
Call to Order

Webb called the meeting to order at 6 pm.  
II.
Approval of Minutes
The May 2008 minutes were approved.
III.
Announcements
Webb thanked the outgoing commissioners:  Janet Kagan, Lowell Roberts, Andi Sobbe and Elizabeth Taylor.  No CHPAC meeting will be held in July.  The next scheduled CHPAC meeting is Wednesday, August 13.
IV.
CHPAC Transition
Webb announced that June 16 is the transition date:  the CHPAC becomes a Town advisory commission, no further expenses are to be incurred, and the Public Art Administrator will begin work June 16.  It was suggested that a retreat be held for the CHPAC and Town arts staff in the fall.
V.
Finances
 Hepp reported that she, Webb, and Wright met with Town Manager Roger Stancil, Public Art Administrator Jeffrey York and Director of Business Management Ken Pennoyer.  The final $40,000 of installments requested by the CHPAC were held by the Town and will roll into the FY 08/09 public art budget.  Additionally, the $46,000 of unspent CHPAC FY 07/08 funds will be added to the 08/09 public art budget.  The Loeb Fellowship funds will be earmarked for that purpose once CHPAC finances are incorporated into the Town.  Any audit of CHPAC finances would likely be conducted by the Town.
The CHPAC unanimously voted to request that the Town set aside $2,000 in the FY 08/09 public art budget for the establishment of a 501(c)3 foundation that would contribute to the arts in Chapel Hill.  It was anticipated that attorney fees for the modification of the 501(c)3’s bylaws would be less than $1,000 and that the following federal forms would need to be prepared within 90 days of the new fiscal year:  Forms 207, 208 and 990.
VI.
Election of Officers
Rothman asked for nominations for Chair and Vice-Chair, and/or Co-Chairs, with elections to be held in August.  The existing Executive Committee will remain in place until the election.
VII.
Percent For Art & Permanent Collection
Hepp discussed work on the Library exhibition of Selections from the Permanent Collection.  Sandy Scherer has been contracted to research selected artists and develop exhibition texts and a press release.

Wright discussed current issues in the negotiation of the Art Area I contract for the Lot 5 / 140 West development and updated the commission on the plan for Michael Brown’s July mural restoration.

Reports from other Programs
Wright reported on the completion of the 2008 Community Art Project, the Town Employee and Permanent Collection exhibitions scheduled for Town Hall and the Library this summer, and damage recently done to a piece in the current Sculpture Visions exhibit (Michael Cottrell’s Socket).

Webb presented the June 9 Town Council appointments and reappointments to the CHPAC:  Helen Knapp, Megan McGuire, and Frank Webb.

Regional and National Public Art Happenings

Kagan discussed Public Art 360 plans for the creation of a site in the Second Life virtual environment and offered to deliver some postcards on PA360 Second Life to the Public Art Office, along with resource materials from the upcoming Americans For The Arts conference in Philadelphia.
