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Jerry observed that the CHPAC is essentially, once again, a new Commission with new governance and reporting structures, a new public art coordinator, and new members (as well as valued members from the previous commission).  In considering how the Commission might undertake its work, he suggested thinking about government commissions that call experts and witnesses to hearings.  If the CHPAC thought about inviting experts, three questions might come to mind: 
Who should the CHPAC hear from?  
What would the CHPAC want to hear about?  
How might this information inform the work and/or recommendations of the CHPAC?
