Meeting Summary – June 8, 2011

I.
 Call to Order
Bolas called the meeting to order at 5:35 p.m. and introductions were made.
II.  Approve May Minutes
The May 2011 Minutes were unanimously approved.

III.  Update / Report on Council Action Regarding 523 East Franklin Street
York reported that Council will determine the next fiscal year’s budget on June 13 and will likely fund facility operation only for the lower level of 523.  The Historical Society may continue to use this level for the short term but will need to look for another permanent location.  Rich said Council was informed that repairs to 523 were needed to keep it safely operational, and on June 13 Council will likely determine that it is best to temporarily close 523 as no funds are available to make repairs.  The upstairs is currently programmed through August 15.  

IV.  Revised Commission Job Description
York presented a revised Commissioner Job Description that also features a mission and values statement.  The Commission reviewed the determined no additions were needed.

V.  2011-12 CHPAC Officer Elections.
Bolas read an email from Handler presenting the Nominating Committee’s slate of officers for fiscal year 2011-2012:  Nancy Kitterman, Chair; and Scott Radway, Vice Chair.  The floor was opened to additional nominations but none was made.  A motion was made, seconded, and unanimously approved to elect the proposed slate of officers.

VI.  Public Art Staff Quick Reports.
- Ray King’s Visit to Assess Aquatic Center Floor Report – After viewing the floor in person today, King believes that the layers of concrete and terrazzo are expanding at different rates and this is causing the jewels’ laminate to crack and the metal colored filament to evaporate.  The current idea for repair is to drill out damaged jewels and replace them with jewels made with a hardier plastic laminate.  The floor is past the two year warranty period.  At this point approximately one third of the jewels are damaged, and it may cost $20 – $30,000 to repair these.  King will now develop a detailed repair plan and cost estimate.  The floor’s safety is not in question.
· Library Public Art Project Update – The project history was reviewed and then a sample of the proposed artwork material and concept were presented.  Kitterman will sit on the Public Art Review Committee to represent the CHPAC, and this committee will likely meet June 16 or 17 with the artist joining via conference call.
· Sacred Arts Tour at 523 Report – Over 400 people attended the May 30 closing ceremony, and a total of 1,600 visitors to 523 were counted in the month of May.  The exhibition was a great success and the monks were pleased with the money they were able to raise.

· Morgan Creek Gate Project Report – A dedication for the newly completed gate and trailhead was held this past Saturday, June 4, at the Fordham Boulevard trailhead.  York and the Parks & Recreation Department were congratulated on the beautiful trail and artistic amenity.

· H2O Flow Reception Invitation – Commissioners were invited to a dedication ceremony to be held at 5:30 p.m. on June 24 outside of Town Hall
· Dream Acts Exhibition Report and Invitation – The lead artists presented an overview of their project with the residents of Abbey Court and explained the components of the installation in progress at 523.  The opening reception is this Friday, June 10 from 5:30 – 9 p.m. and the exhibit will be on display until July 9.

· Veterans’ Memorial at Chapel Hill Project Update – Five applications have been received for the project and a selection committee will determine finalist(s) in the next few weeks.  Miller volunteered to sit on the selection committee.
· Shape of Things Performance at 523 – A UNC graduate theatre student will put on a play at 523 on July 28, 29 and 30 that explores ideas about visual art.
VII.  Committee Reports
· Artist in Residence Committee – Between The Lines is currently on display at Flyleaf Books.  It will next be displayed at FRANK art gallery starting June 23, and then possibly to University Mall and Town Hall.  Commissioners watched an animated slideshow about the project.

· Community Art Project – In addition to the presentation on Dream Acts in the previous agenda item, Public and Cultural Arts Intern Leslie McBride was recognized for her excellent work on the Dream Acts project.  

· Permanent Collection – In Handler’s absence, Wright presented the updated Deaccessioning Policy for the Commission’s review.  The Commission unanimously moved to adopt the policy update.

· Sculpture Visions and Juried Exhibitions Series – Wright said the recently selected schedule of juried exhibitions has begun in Town Hall and that in July and August the Town Employee and Family art exhibit will be featured.  The Sculpture Visions call is currently open and the selection should occur at the end of July.
- Festifall Arts Program Committee – Wales reported that the main Festifall Committee has met, and that the subcommittees are beginning to meet, including the Arts Program Committee and the Entertainment Committee.

VIII.  Outgoing Commissioner Recognition
Staff and Commissioners recognized outgoing Commissioners Bolas and Miller for their service and presented them with signed certificates of appreciation.  York read poems honoring both.
