I.
 Call to Order
Kitterman called the meeting to order at 5:35 p.m. and introductions were made.
II.  Approve September Minutes
The approval of the September 2011 minutes was tabled due to a lack of quorum.

III.  Council Petition to Amend CHPAC Membership Status Update
Wright reported that the petition for change in CHPAC membership number and residency status was submitted to Council on 9/12, referred back to the CHPAC for renewed discussion based on Council wishes, resubmitted to Council on 9/26, and referred back to staff for further changes in the language.  Staff has clarified the Ordinance residency stipulation so that the eleven board seats are defined to have ten seats for residents of Chapel Hill and one seat for a resident of Carrboro.   The proposed Ordinance will go before Council on 10/26.

IV.  Public and Cultural Arts Staff Quick Reports
Wright made the following reports:

- Festifall – The 10/2 event went well, with good attendance, weather, and performances.  Kisiah noted the vendors were pleased with their sales.

- 140 West Art Area II Project Update – On 11/1 at 3 p.m. the project’s Public Art Review Committee will meet and teleconference with Gordon Huether to review his preliminary design.

- Around Town Bench at Transit Operations Center Cleaning and Restoration – Michael Brown’s work replacing the lithochrome in the bench’s engravings is nearing completion.  It is thought that the small brown spots and stains on the bench are artillery mold spores.  York is consulting with United Lab regarding possible restorative products and with stone conservator Ted Monnich.

- Veterans Memorial at Chapel Hill Cemetery Project Update – On 11/9 at 1 p.m. three finalist teams will present to the project’s Selection Committee:  Lappas + Havener and artist Ed Dwight, Kimley Horn and Clearscapes (artist Thomas Sayre), and Swanson & Associates and artist Michael Layne.
- Oakwood Park Project Update – The tiles created by neighborhood children during workshops with artist Carmen Elliott were installed on the entry gate.  The park opened 9/30, and the date and time for a grand opening will be announced.
- The “Words” Poetry Project in honor of MLK, Jr. – Project will be announced in the October issue of Town Talk and presented during the January Martin Luther King Jr. celebrations.  Winning poems will be displayed on the interiors of Chapel Hill Transit busses.  The Public and Cultural Arts Office will also mount an exhibit of historical photographs documenting the work of MLK Jr. at Town Hall for the month of February 2012.
- Franklin St. Bike Rack Project – will go before Town Council for approval in November.
- Scrapel Hill IV with University Mall – The Call To Artists ends 11/1 and the Section Committee will meet 11/16.  The exhibit will occur in the spring of 2012.
- Advisory Board Member Training Video Available – The link to this video will be resent to the CHPAC.
- Southern Community Park Vandalism – Photos of recently overturned boulders were shown and proposed solutions discussed.
V.  Public Arts Office Volunteer Committee Reports

- Contextual Plan Re-draft – No report has been filed.
- 20/20 Comprehensive Plan – Kitterman said a public input event will be held at University Mall on October 22 from 11 a.m. to 3 p.m.
- Sculpture Visions & Juried Exhibitions Series – Wright said the September de-installations of the previous Sculpture Visions exhibit concluded successfully, and that new sculptures selected for the upcoming exhibit have been installed or are planned for installation later this month.
- Into the Streets:  Community Art Project – Wright said that on 10/6 the project’s Selection Committee interviewed finalist team Ted Richardson and Jonathan Kasabe and finalist Jan Ru Wan.  The committee posed follow-up questions to the finalists after the meeting and expects to determine the project artist(s) after considering the finalists’ replies.
- Artist in Schools Residency Project with Chapel Hill High School – No report has been filed.  A meeting has occurred between committee members and arts instructor Michael Irwin.
