 Call to Order
The meeting was called to order at 5:35 p.m. and introductions were made.
II.  Approve November 2011 Minutes
The November minutes were unanimously approved.

III.  Successes, Trends & Commission Priorities for 2012-13
York briefly reviewed the Trends document and Kitterman led a discussion of the fiscal year 2012-2013 Arts Commission priorities draft, due to the Mayor’s Office December 17.  Commissioners discussed rearranging, clarifying and adding priorities, and condensing the number of priorities to three.  York requested edits and additions be emailed to him by noon, December 16.  Further Commissioner input regarding CHPAC goals and objectives may be emailed to York.

IV.  GS Carolina, LLC Sculpture Gift and Gift Policy Changes Discussion
York reported that Town Council voted to accept GS Carolina’s gift of Magnolia Exotica to the Town at its recent meeting, and that Council had questions regarding the Gift Policy.  Staff updated the Gift Policy in response to these questions and the Commission considered an updated draft of the Gift Policy.  The Commission unanimously voted to approve the updated Gift Policy.
V.  Collection Management Policy Committee Discussion

VI.  2020 Comprehensive Planning Update and CHPAC Support
York thanked Goldstein, Brenner and Wright for attending the December 1 Chapel Hill 2020 Comprehensive Planning meeting, and reminded Commissioners of the next 2020 meeting held on December 15.  It was suggested that Commissioners who attend visit sub-groups other than the A Place For Everyone group, so that connections to the arts are made in those groups as well.

VIII.  Public Art Staff Quick Reports
- 140 West Art Areas I & II Project Updates –Art Area I 50% Construction Documents are under consideration by the Town’s Engineering and Stormwater Divisions.  The Preliminary Design submitted for Art Area II was not accepted by the project’s Public Art Review Committee, and a revised design was requested that responded to particular Committee concerns.  The artist has submitted a revised Preliminary Design which the Committee will soon review.
- Library Art update – Cefalo is providing assistance for an installation design that would accommodate the artist’s proposed work, and looking into related costs and plans for fabrication, electrical, and change orders.
- Veterans Memorial at Chapel Hill Cemetery Project Update – The team of Swanson and Associates, Weinstein Friedlein (both of Carrboro) and artist Michael Roy Layne was selected for the project by the committee.  York will meet the team on December 16 to discuss the design contract.
- The “Words” Poetry Project in honor of Martin Luther King Jr. – Poetry submissions have been received and will be displayed on Town busses during the MLK Jr.–related events in January.
- Community Clay Studio – Fall Session 2 classes are underway with strong enrollments.  A Saturday morning Open Studio has been held this fall thanks to a volunteer monitor and has been very well attended
- QR Code Project – A UNC intern has begun working with the Office to find ways to employ QR codes at the Town’s various pieces of outdoor public art.
- PR Intern – A UNC student will work with the Office and Commission starting in January to assist with promoting Public Arts programs, projects and events to the larger community. 
- Scrapel Hill IV with University Mall – The program’s Selection Committee will meet tomorrow to consider the submitted proposals.

IX.  Public Arts Office Volunteer Committee Reports
- Sculpture Visions – Wright said all sculptures are installed and featured on the website.  A brochure has been designed and submitted to the printer, to be distributed in the new year.  Leaning Tower of Books artist Sean Pace will come to Chapel Hill soon to repair his piece at University Mall with books donated by the Chapel Hill Library. 
- Into the Streets: Community Art Project – York had no developments to report. 
- Artist in Schools Residency Project with Chapel Hill High School – Wales said the project artists are getting under contract and the project’s instructor will submit a budget tomorrow.  The project will have visual, poetic and musical elements, with more specifics announced in January.
